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THE THEME: “THE USA”
Objectives:
· to practice pupils on the topic;

· to widen pupils’ outlook;

· to make pupils more aware of the subject;

· to develop pupils’ speaking. 
Equipment: the map of the USA, pictures of sightseeing of the USA (presentation)
PROCEDURE

1. Introduction
Teacher: Good afternoon, dear friends! Today I’ve received an invitation to visit America. My friends invite me to visit them. Do you want to travel with me? What country will we visit? Before our journey let’s look at the map attentively (slide 2).
2. Warming-up

Teacher: Pupils, what do you know about the USA? You can use the map.
Pupil 1: The United States of America is the fourth largest country in the world (after Russia, Canada, and China).
Pupil 2: It occupies the southern part of North America and stretches from the Pacific to the Atlantic Ocean.
Pupil 3: The total area of the country is about nine and a half million square kilometres. The USA borders on Canada in the north and on Mexico in the south.
Pupil 4: The USA is made up of 50 states and the District of Columbia where the capital of the country, Washington, is situated. 
Pupil 5: The population of the country is about 250 million.
Pupil 6: The largest cities are New York, Los Angeles, Chicago, Philadelphia, Detroit, San Francisco, and others.
Pupil 7: The President of the United States of America is Barack Obama. 
Teacher: Nice answers! And if we look at the map of the USA (slide 3), we can see lowlands and mountains. The highest mountains are the Rocky Mountains, the Cordillera, and the Sierra Nevada. The highest peak is Mount McKinley, which is located in Alaska. America's largest rivers are the Mississippi, the Missouri, the Rio Grande, and the Columbia. The Great Lakes on the border with Canada are the largest and deepest in the USA. The USA is a highly developed industrial country. It is the leading producer of copper and oil and the worlds second producer of iron ore and coal. On the industrial enterprises of the country they produce aircrafts, cars, textiles, radio and television sets, weapon, furniture, and paper.
Teacher: Now you are ready to go traveling. But what kind of transport do you choose?
Pupil 1: A plane! 

Teacher: Oh, a plane. I agree. It is the best kind of our traveling (slide 4) . Sit down com​fortably. Close your eyes. Let's go! (sound1)
2. Speaking
Pupil 1: You know that the United States of America is a very large country. It is consist of fifty individual states and one federal district, the capital, Washington DC. Forty-eight of the states are contiguous, meaning connected.

Alaska is not directly connected to the other forty-eight states, but still located on the same continent, separated by part of Canada from the rest of the lower forty-eight. Alaska is part of the continental United States, but not the contiguous United States. 

Hawaii, located far out in the Pacific Ocean, is not connected to any of the states, and is not part of the contiguous or continental United States.

Each of the states has its own state-level government, but the states are unified, falling under the federal government that governs all fifty states, and is headed by the President of the United States.
Teacher: Let’s talk about states we are flying over now (slides 5,6).
This is the state of Georgia. It is the state where peanuts grow.
This state is called California. Its redwood trees are more than 90 metres high. What is California famous for? Do you know?

Pupil 2: It is famous for Disneyland.

Teacher: This state is called Florida. Oranges, grapefruit and watermelon grow in this state. And this is a state of Colorado. Many tourists like to visit this state. Do you know why?

Pupil 3: Rocky Mountains National Park is the main attraction of it.
Teacher:Yes, you are right! The state, which is located to the south of Virginia is called North Carolina. And one more state I will show you is the state of Pennsylvania. This state is famous for tasty chocolate.
Teacher: Oh, we have landed! Where are we? What do you think? 
Pupil 1: (slide 7) It can be New York! 
Teacher: Well. It’s high time to visit one of the famous cities in the world where one of my friends lives. What do you know about NY?
Pupil 1: New York is one of the largest cities in the world. Its population is over 11 million people. New York is an industrial and cultural centre of the country. Most business is centred in Manhattan Island. The whole area is very small, that's why the sky-scrapers were invented in New York and, especially, in Wall Street. Wall Street is a narrow street with big houses, but it is well known all over the world as the busiest street in the USA. People do business there. There are two more world-famous streets — Broadway and Fifth Avenue. Broadway is the centre of the theatres and night life. It is known as "The Great White Way" because of the electric signs which turn night into day.

It is the city that never goes to sleep. Buses and sub-way run all night. There are many drugstores and restaurants which never close their doors. There are cinemas with films that start at midnight. Fifth Avenue is the great shopping, hotel, and club avenue.

New York is the largest port in America. More than half the trade of the United States goes through this city.

There are many places of interest in New York. They are: the Statue of Liberty, the United Nations Building, Empire State Building, Columbia University, City Hall, New York Public Library and others. When you come to New York you see lots of cars, big and small, black and yellow, old and modem; you do not see any trees or flowers in the streets, but only cars. You'll see and hear advertisements everywhere. There is no getting away from them. Advertisements fill the newspapers and cover the walls, they are on menu-cards and match-boxes, they are shouted through loud speakers and shown in the cinemas.

Teacher: Our next stage is Chicago.
Pupil 2: (slide 8)  I’ve read about it! Chicago is the second largest city in the United States and one of the country’s leading industrial, commercial, transportation, and financial centers. The city is a significant port for both domestic and international trade. Manufacturing employs about one-fifth of the metropolitan area’s workers. Chicago’s largest employer is the food products industry, followed by the printing and publishing, metal fabrication, electronic equipment, chemical, machinery, and transportation-equipment industries. The manufacture of furniture and agricultural implements has declined in importance in recent decades. Chicago is one of the nation’s leading producers of steel, metalware, confectionery, surgical appliances, railroad equipment, soap, paint, cosmetics, cans, industrial machinery, printed materials, and sporting goods. The population was 2,802,079 in 1998. Chicago covers a land area of 588.2 sq km (227.1 sq mi) and extends 47 km (29 mi) along Lake Michigan.  The city’s rapid growth was due in large part to its location, with ready access to markets and raw materials.
Teacher: Do you want to visit the City of Angels?
Pupil 3: (slide 9) Yes, we do! It’s my dream to live in it! Nicknamed the City of Angels, Los Angeles is a global city with a diverse economy in entertainment, culture, media, fashion, science, sports, technology, education, medicine and research. The Los Angeles combined statistical area (CSA) has a gross metropolitan product (GMP) of $831 billion (as of 2008), making it the third-largest in the world, after the Greater Tokyo and New York metropolitan areas. Los Angeles includes Hollywood and leads the world in the creation of television productions, video games, and recorded music; it is also one of the leaders in motion picture production.
Teacher: Do you know anything about the capital of the USA?
Pupil 4: (slide 10) I do. The city of Washington is the capital of the United States of America. Many people consider Washington DC to be one of the most beatifulcities in the world. It is filled with many parks, wide streetsand impressive buildings. In the centre of the city, in Capitol Park, visitors' eyes focus on the Capitol, where Congressconvence to inect laws. Many visitors come to Washington DC to see the White House. Other landmarks in Washington DC include memorials to three Presidents: The Washington Memorial, The Lincoln Memorial and The Jefferson Memorial; The Library of Congress, The National Gallaryof Art, The John F. Kennedy center for the Perfoming Arts. The Capitol is in the very center of Washington. It is located on the Capitol Hill, the highest point in the city. The Capitol is the highest building in Washington. There is a law in Washington notto build buildings higher than the Capitol. The conrer stone of the Capitol was laid by George Washington on Sep 18th, 1793. The Capitol is the seat of the goverment of the United States of America.
Teacher: Let’s have a supper in the city of Washington. My friend told me about one quiz-show this evening. You can win some prizes.
