FARM ANIMALS
Objectives:   -  to revise the vocabulary related to the farm animals;
· to practise question words;

· revise plurals;

· develop pupils’ reading, speaking skills

Procedure

I. Introduction

· Greeting and aim

Watch the video and listen to the song. Can you guess what we are going to talk about? You are right – farm animals
· Warm up

Team game
Some names of colours are written on the blackboard. The task is to write as many words as you can that go with certain colour

e.g. black: panther, coffee, coal, tea…. 

       white: polar bears, snow, sugar…
II. The main part of the lesson
· Check on home assignment

Pupils tell about their pets’ personalities
· Presenting vocabulary

·     Watch the video and listen to the song.

· What are we going to talk about? (about domestic animals)

· Which domestic animals have been mentioned?

· You could hear the noises animals make. Read the description of the animal, guess this animal and match it with the sound it makes.

· They are big animals. You can see them on the farm. In summer they eat grass, in winter – hay. They give us meat. People can ride on them. Their babies are called  foals. What is this animal?
· You often see them on farms. They look after the farm and they can help to guard the sheep. Their babies are called puppies. What is this animal?

· They are lovely creatures. You can see them on farms. They give us meat and wool. Children often count them to go to sleep. Their babies are called lambs. What are these animals?

· They are big animals. They eat a lot of grass. They give us meat and milk. The meat is called beef. Their babies are called calves. What are these animals?

· These animals are the masters of the henhouses. They eat seeds. They give us meat. They wake us up in the morning. What are these animals?

· You often see them on farms. They give us meat. The meat is called pork. Their babies are called piglets. What are these animals?
