Procedure
I. Introduction
· Greeting and aim

T: Just imagine that at last you’ve found the one who is the prettiest, the cleverest, the most tender, the most reliable, the most trustworthy, the one without whom you can’t imagine your life and you are the happiest of all people in the world. You can invite all your friends and relatives, of course, to share your happiness. This event is called – “Wedding” – that is the topic of our today’s lesson.
Well, in most European countries marriage is a relationship where a man and a woman make a legal agreement to live together. The agreement can be religious (as in a church) or in a civil ceremony. Today only 50% of people get married in church. Young people under 16 cannot marry without their parents’ consent. The number of teenage marriages is dropping. Only 28% of brides and 33% of grooms are aged 21-24.

· Warm up

T: Let’s investigate the situation in your class and in our country

· Do you want to get married and why?

· What age do the people mainly get married at in our country?

· Do most people get married in a civil or religious ceremony?

II. The main part of the lesson

· Check on home assignment

Where would you like to spend your honeymoon and why?

(pupils’ home assignment was to tell about the country they would like to go)

Now read the description of the steps to marriage 
· After  reading activity

T: You can see the topic of our today’s lesson on the blackboard. The theme has one secret – it has hidden pockets with the questions for you. Each of you has a number stuck under your desk. One of our guests will say us a number up to 13, and the pupil who has this number the desk will be the first to go to the chalkboard to read and answer the first question. There are two cards containing 2 questions
· a man on his wedding day

a gold circle you wear around your finger

· a marriage ceremony and any celebration such as a meal or a party which       follow it

· a person who is staying with you or a person whom you have invited to a party or a meal

· a girl or a woman who during the marriage ceremony helps the woman who is getting married
· a short holiday taken by a man and a woman immediately after their marriage

· a priest in the church of England

             an official Christian organization

· a woman who is about to get married has just got married

· Watching video

T: Now you are going to watch the fragment of the film “Four weddings and a funeral” showing the wedding ceremony at the church. Watch the fragment and be ready to answer the following questions (the questions are written on the separate sheets of paper)
·  What do the main characters talk about? What questions do they discuss?

· Where do the guests of the bride and the groom sit?

· What is the atmosphere like during the wedding ceremony in the church?

· Which words did the vicar mispronounce?

· Writing

T: You’ve already read the description of the steps to marriage and watched the fragment of the film. So what are your associations connected with the word wedding?

T: Have a look at your cards with numbers and form 2 groups: the first group is pupils who have even numbers, the other group – with odd ones.

Your task is to examine the pictures and describe them. Both teams have different pictures.

(pupils are reading their descriptions)
T: In both pictures you can see the same people. Decide whose descriptions are the best and they can make a single story.

WEDDING
The first step is engagement. To mark it, James gives Carol an engagement ring. James and Carol decide on a church wedding and arrange a date with the vicar of their local church. For three weeks banns are read put to tell people that James and Carol want to get married. On the day of the wedding James arrives first with the best men. Carol arrives with her father, her bridesmaids and a page boy. Carol follows tradition by being late and wearing white. For luck she wears something old, something new, something borrowed and something blue. She walks up the aisle with her father by her side. The bridesmaids and page boy help with flowers and dress. After Carol’s father gives her away, she and James take the marriage vows:

“I, James, take thee, Carol to be my lawful wedded wife, to have and to hold from this day forward, for better or for worse, for richer or poorer, on sickness or in health, to love, to cherish, till death do us part, according to God’s holy ordinance, and thereto I plight thee troth.”
