I. Introduction

   1. Greeting
   2. Warm up

a) talking about mood 

T: What’s the news?

P: Winter is coming!

b) poem about winter

T: Let’s say “Hello” to winter with a poem.

It’s winter,                         It’s winter,      

It’s winter!                         It’s winter!

Let’s skate and ski!            It’s great fun for me!
c) weather forecast

T: You are right, children. Winter is great a fun for all of  us! But what is the weather  like in winter? ( Slide show)

T: Is it cold?  P: Yes, it is.

T: Is it warm? No, it isn’t. 

II. The main part of the lesson

1. Aim presentation

T: I fully agree with you that it’s so cold, snowy and frosty in winter. But why are 

    you so happy? 

P: I’m happy because Christmas/ New Year/ St Nicolas Day is coming!

T: Good. Listen! I’ve got an idea. Let’s go to Winter Fairyland on the board of this 

     Magical Christmas Train! OK?

Ps: Let’s go! (Video “A Magical Christmas Train”)

2. Station #1 “Let’s get acquainted…”  

a) dialogues (personal information)

T: Let’s get acquainted with people at the first station. 

b) song “Hello, hello!” (Song #4 "Family and Friends1")
T: Oh, it was very nice to meet so many good people here. Let’s give them a song 

     as a present. 

3. Station #2 “My Body”

 T: Well done, boys and girls! Let’s go to the next station! It’s called “My Body”. 

a) revision of the body words with the help of flashcards

T: We need to know some words to get off at this station. I’d like you to revise 

     them.  
T: What’s this? This is my nose.

     What are these? These are my eyes. 
b) monological speaking

T: Tell me about yourself. 

c) Game “A Funny Monster”

T: And now let’s play a game. I’d like you to create your own monster. Who will 

     help me?

    Our monster needs a nose. (One of the students comes to the teacher’s table, takes a picture of a nose and sticks it on the big picture of a monster). 
d) song  “Ten fingers on my hand” (Song #34"Family and Friends1")
T: Let’s say “Good bye” to this station with a song. 

4. Station #3 “Toys” 

T: Good job, children! Let’s go further! Where are we? Are we at the shop? 
Ps: No.

T: We are at the next station. What’s the name of this station?

Ps: Toys, toys, toys…

a) revision of the toy words with the help of flashcards

T: Let’s revise some toy words.
     What’s this? It’s a doll. 

 b) agree or disagree

T: Is it a doll?  P: Yes, it is.

T: Is it a ball? No, it isn’t. It’s a teddy. 

c) Game “Guess the toy”

P: Is it a train?   T: Yes, it is.

d) Game “My and Your” 

P: This is my doll. This is your train. 
e) T: What’s your favourite toy?

f) song “Toys, toys, toys…” (Song #24 "Family and Friends1)
T: Let’s sing a song now. 

5. Relaxation period (Video “Jingle Bells”)

6.  Station #4 “Professions”
T: Oh, children! Look! Our train is leaving. Hurry up! Ok. We are on time. Our 

    next station is “Professions”.

a) revision of the job words with the help of flashcards

T: Let’s recall some useful vocabulary
T: Who is this?   Ps: This is a teacher.

b) team game “What is he/she?”

c) Game “Musical cards” 

d) song “Two kind doctors meet in a lane” (Song #44 Family and Friends1)
7.  Station #5 “The Alphabet” 

T: And now, we are in a beautiful Kingdom of  Letters. The name of this station is   

    “The Alphabet”.  

a) revision of letters and poems about them
T: Let’s revise some letters and chant poems about them. 

T: Can you read the word that we have made? Let’s do it together. 

     (Christmas)

8.  Station #6 “Christmas” 

T: Yes, dear boys and girls. And “Christmas Station” is our next stop. But look. 

     What is there? It’s our Christmas tree. It’s very sad because it doesn’t have any 

      toys on . Let’s decorate it and wish everybody a Merry Christmas and a Happy 

      New Year. 
(Children decorate a Christmas tree. Then they sing a song “We wish you a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year).
