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Theme: Sightseeing tour
Objectives: 
1) Practical: to form language competence in speaking and reading, to develop pupils’ pair and group communicative skills; to practice speaking in dialogues and monologues.
2) Developing: to develop pupils’ imagination,  memory and creative abilities; to broaden pupils’ outlook
3) Up-bringing: to extend the knowledge and cultivate students’curiosity towards the way of living in Britain
Equipment: an interactive board, a map of London, hand-outs

PROCEDURE
І. Introduction.
1. Aim.
T.: Today we’ll continue speaking about London. You’ll know more about the capital of Great Britain and its places of interest.

2. Warming up.
T: Policeman Steve arrested a lot of criminals in London. Can you solve the puzzle and find out where he arrested the criminals? The answers are in code.

2. Role-play “Tourist Agency”
a) Four Corner Activity 

Four pupils who want to be travel agents are given signs of four different travel agencies.  They are in the four corners of a square. They can offer a lot to see. Tourists have some money and 3 days to spend in Britain. They must find a tour to their liking. Tourists visit travel agencies and make their choice. Agents provide necessary information about the sights.
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Dialogue 
P1: Hello! Can I help you?

P2: Yes, please. You see, I am interested in history of your country. What historical places can you advise me to visit?

P1: If you are a history lover you can visit the Tower of London. You will enjoy this ancient building. The tour is not very expensive.

P2: Oh, thank you so much!

P1: You are welcome. 

T.: Questions for the tourists:

– What sights have you chosen?
– Was it difficult to choose? 
– What about the agents? Were they helpful?

T.: Questions for the agents:

– What sight was the most popular?
– What are your impressions of the Ukrainian tourists?

3. Speaking

a) group work
T.: Find anybody in the group who would like to make the same trip and discuss what you need to make a trip

P1: Perhaps, we need passports,

P2: a camera to take photos,

P3: visa, money, a map of London
P4: If I had a chance I would visit Great Britain in summer for a month, and I would travel to London, because I love to see the sights of the capital. Would you like to join me? (goes from group to group and finds a partner who would like to do the same).
P4: Oleh and I would like to visit London in summer, if we had a chance. We both like to see the sights of the capital.
b) sightseeing tour
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Guide.: Hello, ladies and gentlemen. We welcome you to London. London is one of the largest cities in the world. About seven million people live here. London is more than two thousand years old. London’s most famous sights are Tower Bridge, Big Ben and the Houses of Parliament, Trafalgar Square and St. Paul’s Cathedral.  You’ll see all these places and much more of London from our red double-decker. My assistants will help you.
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         P1:   We start from Trafalgar Square. On the column in the centre there is a statue of Admiral Nelson who defeated  the French at the Battle of Trafalgar in 1805. To the left of us you can see the National Gallery. It has a fine collection of European paintings.

         P2: Now we are coming to Piccadilly Circus. It is the meeting point of six streets.

              We’ve just passed Piccadilly Circus and now   we are making our way to Buckingham Palace. Look right. We are passing Hyde Park. In the park anyone can stand up   and say what they want. It is a very democratic park.
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         P3: Now we are at the Buckingham Palace. It is the London home of the Queen. When the flag is flying on the top she is at home. Look, they are changing the Guard. It happens every day at 11.30 a .m.

         P4: We have just turned left and you can see  St. James’s park. It is one of the royal parks. Here you can see pelicans and ducks. There are a lot of parks and gardens in London. In Regent’s park there is the London Zoo. It is one of the biggest zoos in the world.

     In front of you you can see the Houses of Parliament and Big Ben. The Houses of Parliament is the seat of the British government. Big Ben is one of the oldest clocks in the world.
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        P5: In a moment you will see a royal church. Here you can see the tombs of many British kings and queens and other famous people and the beautiful Henry 7 Chapel. Now we are crossing Tower bridge over the river Thames. From here you can see the Tower of London. It was a fortress, a  royal palace and later a prison. It is a museum now. There are a lot of interesting collections in the  Tower of London. The ravens  are another famous sight. The legend says that without them the Tower will fall. The raven Master is the person who gives them the food. Earlier in our  tour we saw a famous royal church, Westminster Abbey. We are now making our tour  to the second famous church, St. Paul’s  Cathedral. It is the greatest work of the architect Sir Christopher Wren. 

     P6: We are now going along Fleet Street  to the Strand. On the right you’ll see Covent Garden. It was a big fruit and vegetable market. It is now a tourist shopping centre with cafes and restaurants. We’ll stop here so that you can go shopping. 
c) pair work “At the shop”
