Theme: A letter from an American friend. Giving information about recent events.
Objectives: to develop students’ speaking, listening and reading skills;

to practise students in using Present Perfect;

to teach students to enjoy communication in English;

to form students ability of using their imagination while discussing different situations
Equipment:  textbooks, pictures, hand-outs
PROCEDURE

І. Introduction
1. Greeting

Good morning, boys and girls. How are things with you today?

2. Aim

Today we continue speaking about Present Perfect. We’ll revise how to talk about general experiences and ask about the duration of the action. We’ll also learn how to say about recently completed actions and about something that has happened sooner than expected. So let’s start.
3. Warm-up

Game “Snowball fight”
Students write two questions about the things other students have experienced on a piece of paper. Then they crumple the paper up into a ‘snowball’ and have a one-minute snowball fight. At the end of the minute, everyone grabs the closest snowball and has to answer the questions.
II. Main part 

1. Board races
Let us play another game to review Past Participle. Break into 2 teams. 

 One student from each team goes to the board and write the third form of the verb into the appropriate column  - Ved or Vir. 
 The first team to successfully write the correct response wins.

‘Just’ is usually used only with the present perfect >
tenseand it means ‘a short time ago. &

F.e. I've just seen Susan coming out of the cinema.

‘Already’ is used to say that something has happened
early - or earlier than it might have happened.

F.e. I've already spent my salary.

‘Yet' is used to talk about something which is
expected to happen. It is used in questions and
negatives.

F.e. Haveyou finished your homework yet?
I haven't finished it yet.
