Theme: Competition
Objectives: 1) Practical:   to practice students’ skills in using lexical material
2) Developing: to develop speaking skills
to improve skills of pronunciation
3) Up-bringing: to teach to compete and encourage team spirit
Equipment: handouts with crosswords and chainwords, proverbs
PROCEDURE
T.: Dear friends! The day of our competition has already come. Everybody will have possibility to be a winner. At the end of the lesson the winner will be given a prize. Be very attentive and try to do everything correctly. 
We have two teams – “Champions” and “Winners” and their first task will be to introduce themselves. So, let’s begin.

Students introduce themselves. F.e.: My name is Ann. I live in Kopychyntsi. I’m in the fifth year at school-gymnasium. I like dancing. I have a pet. It’s my dog Barse. I love it.
