               епохи”.  
               “Queen Victoria.  The Victorian Period of 

                reigning in England”.
Цілі:

1. Формувати навички та вміння діалогічного мовлення.

2. Розвивати навички аудіювання із загальним розумінням змісту та вміння вести бесіду про побачене і почуте.

3. Сприяти формуванню в учнів вміння працювати в парах, групах і самостійно; логічно та послідовно викладати власні думки іноземною мовою, аналізувати, узагальнювати, порівнювати.

Завдання:  -  тренувати  учнів у вживанні ЛО зі згаданої теми;

· сприяти розширенню загального та країнознавчого кругозору;

· поглибити знання учнів про культуру та історію Великобританії;

· виховувати культуру мовлення, зацікавлення та повагу до культури, історії та  традицій країни, мова якої вивчається;

· сприяти розвитку соціокультурної компетенції.

Обладнання: карта Лондону, магнітофон, підручники 
                         “Headway” (Elementary), тексти, кросворд, малюнки і фотографії визначних місць Лондону та Великобританії, сім’ї  королеви Вікторії.

Структура та динаміка уроку:

I. WARMING-UP.

1. Greeting.

Teacher (T.): Good morning, children! I am glad to

II. THE MAIN PART OF THE LESSON.
1. Teacher’s announcement.

       2. Listening:

T.: So, you see the name Victoria. It’s the name of a 

      powerful English queen who reigned for 63 years, the 

      longest reign in the history of England. Those years, 

      from 1837 to 1901, became known as the Victorian Age. 

     This was the time that saw the British Empire at its 

      largest and in prosperity. The boast was that the sun 

      never set on the British Empire. Great Britain had 

      colonies such as Canada, India and Australia all over 

      the world. Britain became very rich as a result of  

      having  trading links with these colonies.     

            It was Britain’s greatest period of world power and 

      industrial development. This period was also marked by 

      the rise of the middle class and a deeply conservative 

      morality. Victoria brought to the British monarchy such 

      ideas as devoted family life, public and private respect-

      ability, obedience to the law, loyalty, self-control, 

      willingness to work hard.

            In 1840 she married her cousin Prince Albert of 

      Saxe – Coburg – Gotha. Their marriage was very 

      happy. They had 9 children. Prince Albert died in 1861 

      when he was only 42. Queen Victoria was terribly 

      unhappy, went into a period of deep depression and 

      took no further part in public affairs.

             All nine of the children married, and 8 of them had 

      children of their own. Some of Victoria’s children and 

      grandchildren married the heirs to thrones of Spain, 

      Russia, Norway, Sweden and Romania.

      Because of her many descendents, Victoria became 

       known as the “Grandmother of Europe”. Today’s 

          British Queen Elizabeth II is Victoria’s great-great 

           granddaughter. By the way, one of Victoria’s 

           granddaughters, who took the name Alexandra was 

           the wife of the last Russian tsar Nikolai II, killed 

           with all his family by the Communist regime.

                 I’ll also add that a term “Victorian Style” 

           appeared at that time in British architecture, furni-           

           ture and clothes. It was often called Eclectic 

           Revivalism or combining earlier styles with 

           industrial-age needs. The term Victorian Literature 

           also refers to British Literature of this period. Its 

           typical representatives are Ch. Dickens and 

           W. Thackeray. 

         3. While-listening

5. Post-listening 

      Role-play - press conference with queen Elizabeth II.  

      Teacher’s introductory words:

Now, I suppose you have a general idea of the Queen Victoria and her period of reigning (a Victorian Age). But at the same time I strongly believe that all of you would like to know more about her. Imagine that you are journalists from different English newspapers (“The Times”, “The Sun”, “For Women”, “The Star”, “The Everyday life”, etc.) and we are having a press conference. What questions about the late Queen Victoria would you ask Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II, the present-day Queen of Great Britain and Victoria’s great-great-granddaughter? Prepare one question only, remembering that you represent different papers – “popular” and “quality papers”. Thus your questions must satisfy the requirements of your readers. Don’t forget to introduce yourselves and the newspapers you represent.

     And now… a surprise! You are welcome, Your Majesty. (Queen Elizabeth II comes into the room).

Queen:  Nice to meet you, boys and girls! I am Queen Elizabeth II. They say you are interested in my great-great grandmother’s personality. I’ll be only glad to answer all your questions.

P1 (a journalist from “The Daily Mirror”):  I wonder, when and where exactly was Queen Victoria born? What were her parents?

Q.: Victoria (another name Alexandrina) was born on May 24, 1819 in Kensington Palace, London. Her parents were Victoria Mary Louisa, daughter of the German duke and Edward Augustus, duke of Kent, the fourth son of King George III of Great Britain.

P2 (a journalist from “For Women”): Your Majesty, what education did she get?

Q.: Her mother raised her in Kensington Palace with the help of German governesses, private English tutors and her uncle, Prince Leopold. She learned to speak and write French, German and English. She also studied history, geography and Bible. Victoria was taught how to play the piano and how to paint.

P3 (a journalist from the “Times”: As far as I know her Majesty acceded to the throne at the age of 18 with the promise “I’ll be good”. What did she mean?

Q.: It means that her whole life was devoted to the service of her country and our great imperial family. We have much in common with her.  The spirit of Queen Victoria lives in me.

P4 (a journalist from “the Daily Mail”): My readers are eager to know when she married Prince Albert. Were they happy together?

Q.: She married him in February 1840. Albert was a serious young man, who personified perfection for her. They were very happy together. They both took a personal interest in the upbringing of their 9 children. They enjoyed their private family life, particularly at Balmoral Castle in Scotland.

P5 ( a journalist from “The Daily Telegraph”): To the best of my knowledge Victorian Age is famous for its great discoveries. Will you be so kind, Your Majesty, as to mention a few of the great discoveries and inventions of Victorian Age.

Q.: Oh, it was the triumph of Steam and Electricity, Telephones and Telegraphs were introduced then, also steam engines that gave birth to new ships and trains. The bicycle invented in 1865, became also very popular with young people.

P6 (a journalist from “The Daily Mirror”): Is it true, Your Majesty, that a lot of places in London are named after Queen Victoria and her husband’s name?

Q.: Yes, that’s true. Let me see…

 The Victoria Station – a major train station in London;

The Victoria and Albert Museum – the British national Museum of art and design in South Kensington, London; 

The Victoria Memorial – a large sculpture in front of Buckingham Palace; 

The Albert Memorial; 

The Old Vic – the home of classical plays and operas, famous for its Shakespearean productions.

T.: All right, pupils. Her Majesty is tired. That is why our conference is over.

Thank you very much for your participation. Thank you , Your Majesty.

6. At the map.

T.:  Now let us look at the map of London and try to find on it the famous sights connected with Queen Victoria and Prince Albert, mentioned by our guest.

(Pupils find these places explaining how to get there).

P1: TheVictoria Memorial is situated in front of Buckingham Palace. The Palace is in Saint James’s Park. It’s in the very center of London. So, you must go straight along the Mall.
P2:  The Albert Memorial is in Kensington Gardens. If you go along St. Kensington Road turn on your right. It’s over there.

P3: TheVictoria and Albert Museum is not far from the street crossing of Cromwell Road and Brampton Road. Cross the street and turn right. It’s over there.

7. Reading.

     (Pupils read a short text from the text-book, put  

     the questions to find the   missing  information.
8. Listening and pronouncing the questions after the speaker (a tape recorder is used).

9. Work in pairs.

(Teacher gives some more information about Queen Victoria and Prince Albert but a pupil doesn’t have the same information as his or her partner. They ask and answer questions to complete the information using cards).

         P1: Prince Albert was German and they married in 

               (Where?) - 1840.

         P2: Prince Albert was (What nationality?) and they married in London in 1840. 

           P1: Where did they marry?

           P2:  In London.

           P2: What nationality was Prince Albert?

           P1:  He was German.
