THE PROCECUDURE OF THE LESSON

1.PRELIMINARIES:
Greetings, making notes in a register, determining the task of the lesson

2.CHECKING HOMETASK:             
                                      Hello,everybody! How do you feel today? It’s not a rythorical question. As  a matter of fact tody we are going to have not quite a usual lesson. So, you’ll need sobber thoudhts, common sence, and, simply a keen intuition. I hope, it will be interesting to watch a film, to listen to a misterious story on a tape-recorder. Besides you’ll try yourselves as detectives.
Well, your hometask for today was to revis the main points in the biography o great Agatha Christie. Moreover, you were given the task to investigate the murder of Roger Ackroyd. Let’s start working...

a)On the blackboard there are written before the lesson some dates and lexical units from the text about A. Christie. Pupils use them and make up sentences. Then I ask pupils if they know some famous works by A. Christie.

b)After mentioning some famous works by the author I ask questions on the subject of “the Murder of Roger Ackround”:

1)Who was Roger ackround?
2)what do you know about this character, his manners, life style?
3)Name some statements that prove the fact of his being murdered but not commiting suicide.

4)What says in favour of his being murdered? Who could be his killer? Comment on your choice.
3)WATCHING AND DISCUSSING

So, you’ve turned out to be quite skillful and observant detectives. But now I’d like you to meet one more great person in the world of horror and detective story”?-It’s a “whodunit”.
I think there is not a person who’s never heard of his literary activity. First of all the names of Sherlock Holmes and Doctor watson made the name of the author immortal.

- What films screened after his books do you know?
Please, be very attentive when watching because later we’ll need the information for further work...

· When Pupils watch the film I stop the tape for some minutes to pay their attention to some facts (colours, music, sound effects etc.)

Well, you’ve just watched a beautiful film about great Arthur Conan Doyle. And now some questions:
1. Into how many logical parts can be the film devided?
2. Do you know the names of Russian actors starring in the film “Adventures of Sh. Holmes and Dr. Watson”?
3. Do you consider A. C. Doyle to be a contradictive personality? Why?
4. What was important in his life?
5. Did he have any hoobby?
6. Can you name once more all ”pros and cons” of his life?
4.READING AND WRITING:

Then I give out papers with the printed sentences containing blanks for the missing information on the subject. Pupils fill in the necessary words, then we check up the results.

5.MAKING A SHORT RELAX:

Now, dear detectives! I raise a big problem for you. You came into the apartment of a theaf. He stole a precious diamond and hid it somewhere in. Search well and find it. Use all your imagination in doing this work and find a theft!

At the same time I hang 3 pitures of possible rooms for searching. If finally they fail to discover the diamond I”ll help to find. So, I say:

-The best place to hide a diamond is a  freezing camera with some ice. Can you explain why? Yes, the colour of ice and diamond are the same.

6.LISTENING AND DISCUSSING:

we listen to the text about a murder. I give out the papers with a plan of the flat where all takes place. There is a little information concerning everybody in the house. I ask one of the pupils to be a coroner and talk with them. After antertogations I ask some questions:  
1. Who had the best position to commit the murder?
2. Who will get a profit of it?
3. What is the reason of killing?
7. SUMMING UP THE LESSON:

So, at our today’s lesson we saw how difficult and interesting and, of course, unpleasant can be  the job of a detective. And, first of all, it must be just. I hope, that after this lesson some of you will make up a decision to become a policeman. Junge etc. But in any case you must be honest, have strong will and common sense, be able to sympathise with all people, mind : the life of a person depends upon you. Think well before telling “Guilty”, “Not guilty”. Your hometask will be to read one more text from the book. These people are from the World of Art. Read, translate, write down all new worlds and be ready to talk about them. Try to find some more information abouy these people.
