T.: Dear tourists. What can you tell us about English traditions.

Tourist3:  

The English have a reputation for not speaking to strangers until they have been introduced. Perhaps this has something to do with the language. The point is that there is no equivalent of those words like senior and monsenior, which other nationalities use to address strangers. Mr, Mrs, and Miss can only be used if you know the person's name. This is no problem for a barman or a shopkeeper. They will say “sir” to you or “madam” if you are a woman. That is because they are serving you. 

But if you want to talk to the person next to you in the pub, don't wait to be intro​duced - introduce yourself. 

Tourist4: 
English people shake hands less than their continental brothers and sisters. For instance, the average Frenchman shakes hands 598 times a month, the aver​age Englishman shakes hands once or twice a week. In some countries people shake hands with everyone present when they enter the room. In other countries; friends shake hands every time they meet or part. 

Three situations where English people generally shake hands are: when they are introduced, when they have concluded a business deal and after a disagreement as a gesture of reconciliation.

Of аll the buildings in the town, none possesses greater interest than those associated with Shakespeare and his familу. The population of this town is about 21,000. Many реорlе visit it. Еsресіаlly many visitors there are оn the 23rd of Apri1. Many shops and hotels in this little town look like in the 16th century. 

The Shakespeare Memorial Theatre is in Stratford-on-Avon. It was built in 1932 to replace the old one. Shakespeare's plays are performed for eight months each year from April to January. 

In Stratford there is the church where Shakespeare is buried. Оn the stone of Shakespeare’s grave  are the lines written by Shakespeare himself.

(A pupil, dressed in a costume of Shake​speare, tells a biography of the famous playwright.)

 3. Reading 

T.: You know that there are different types of plays. One of them is a panto​mime. Let's read a text about it and choose one of the three words given in brackets: 

Pantomime

Many foreigners think that the British pantomime is the same as mime, but it is not so. "Mime" means (doing, act​ing, going) without speaking, but "pan​tomime" has changed its form over the centuries and British pantomime is a very noisy show full of shouting and singing of both the (guests, people, actors) and the audience. Pantomime is usually an amateur winter show which begins early in December and lasts for a couple of months after (Christmas, New Years Day, St. Nick’s Day). The - story of a pantomime is usually well known and 'based on a (story, novel, fairy-tale) like "Snow White", "Sleep​ing Beauty" or "Peter Pan". 

The strangest thing about the panto​mime is that the “principal” boy is al​ways played by a girl, and a “wicked witch” is always a (girl, boy, woman). To make it even stranger nobody tries to hide under a costume or the (hat, clothes, make-up) because it is'a very old tradition and the audience expects it to be like this. The origin of panto​mime is very old and goes back to the Italian folk (play, festival. contest) of the 16th century. It is always full of humor and great freedom for actors to impro​vise. Its other elements are singing, dancing, acrobatics; and the so-called “slapstick” comedy, usually used by clowns in the (concerts, theatre, circus) or actors like Charlie Chaplin or Benny Hill. It’s a friendly type of violence where actors attack each other with buckets of (water, milk, juice) or cream cakes. 

4.  A Mime game.

Nor that is not the lark, whose notes do beat
The vaulty heaven so high above our heads:
I have more care to stay than will to go:
Come, death, and welcome! Juliet wills it so.
How is't, my soul? let's talk; it is not day.
JULIET
It is, it is: hie hence, be gone, away!
It is the lark that sings so out of tune,
Straining harsh discords and unpleasing sharps.
Some say the lark makes sweet division;
This doth not so, for she divideth us:
Some say the lark and loathed toad change eyes,
O, now I would they had changed voices too!
Since arm from arm that voice doth us affray,
Hunting thee hence with hunt's-up to the day,
O, now be gone; more light and light it grows.
ROMEO
More light and light; more dark and dark our woes!
