Scene 1
A room in the house
Cinderella:  Oh, I’m so tired! I’ll go and have a little rest. 
The 1st sister: Cinderella! I feel so cold! Go and get my woolly slippers. Go on! Be quick!
(Cinderella goes out and returns with the slippers.)
Well, put them on! Don’t stand there!
The 2nd sister: Get me a scarf, Cinderella! I feel cold! ……..
Put it round my shoulders!
Narrator:
Now in a town, not far away, was the palace where lived the King, the Queen and their only son. One day the King decided to give a grand ball. All the lords and ladies were invited to the ball, so that the Prince could choose one of the ladies to be his wife. Cinderella’s stepmother was one of the first to hear about the ball.
Stepmother:
Girls, girls we will go to the ball, will go to the ball!     (Showing the invitation)
This is the invitation from the king.
The 1st sister: We will go to the ball!
The 2nd  sister: We will go to the ball!
(They are dancing)
The 1st  sister: Cinderella, bring me a powder!
Cinderella: One minute, one minute.
The 2nd sister: Cinderella, bring me a mirror!
Cinderella: One minute, one minute. (brings them things)
Cinderella: May I go to the ball?!
The 1st  sister: Of course, no! You  haven’t got a beautiful dress.
The 2nd  sister: You  haven’t got beautiful shoes.
Stepmother: Besides, you have got a lot to do at home!!!
Scene 2
Cinderella sits down and cries
Cinderella: I have no dress, I have no shoes. And I want to go to the ball so much! I want to see the prince.
(Music is playing and fairy appears)
Fairy: Hello, Cinderella! Why are you crying?
Cinderella: Oh, dear…fairy… I do want to go to the ball… but I have no dress, I have no shoes…
Fairy: Don’t cry. I can help you! One- Two – Three - …
(She is using a wand to change Cinderella’s dress)
Cinderella: What a beautiful dress! Oh, thank you!
Fairy: One- Two- Three…  (a small page brings nice shoes)
Cinderella: Thank you, thank you, dear fairy… I’ll go to the ball! I’ll see the prince!
Fairy: The carriage is at the door.
But don’t forget, at 12 o’clock you must be back! The carriage, the dress, the shoes will disappear!!!
Scene 3
Narrator: Cinderella jumped into the coach and drove to the palace. 
In the palace. The King is entering the hall.
Lords: 
· Wonderful evening, your majesty!
· Good evening, your majesty!
· Lovely day, your majesty!
· Thank you for invitation, your majesty!
· You look great, your majesty!
The King: Good evening Ladies and Gentlemen! Glad to see you! Let’s make fun!
(Cinderella is coming in and looking around)
Ladies: 
· Look! Who is she?
· She is so pretty. Her eyes are like stars.
The King: Who is this girl? She is very beautiful!
Lords: 
· We don’t know, your majesty!
· This girl is not from your kingdom, we don’t know this girl!
(The Prince is coming up to Cinderella, bowing)
The Prince: Will you dance with me, dear girl?
Cinderella: Yes, I like dancing.
The King: Let’s music play! Everybody dance!
(Everybody is dancing)
The Prince: Who are you? What is your name?
Cinderella: It’s a secret.
The Prince: Where are you from? I haven’t seen you before!
Cinderella: I haven’t been to your palace yet.
(the pairs are changing)
1 Lord: Hello, my name is George, what is your name?
1 Lady: My name is Mary.
1 Lord: What is your hobby?
1 Lady: My hobby is singing.
(the pairs are changing)
2 Lord: My name is Henry. What is your name?
2 Lady: My name is Elisabeth.
2 Lord: You look nice!
2 Lady: Thank you!
(the pairs are changing)
3 Lord: I’m John. What is your name?
3 Lady: My name is Victoria.
3 Lord: Do you like playing golf?
3 Lady: Yes, I do.
(Cinderella hears the struck of a clock)
Cinderella: It’s 12 o’clock! I must go!
The Prince: Why are you running away?
(Cinderella is running away, the prince is following her)
The King: Give me the shoe. We will find the girl. Page!
Page: Yes, Your Majesty?
The King: Send me the Messenger!
Messenger: Yes, Your Majesty!
The King: Carry this shoe and let every lady try it on. The Prince will marry the one whom it fits.
Messenger: Yes, Your Majesty!

The 1st sister: It’s interesting!
The 2nd sister: The prince danced with her!
Stepmother: What is the noise?
(Page and Messenger are entering)
Messenger:

She is very beautiful! She has got blue eyes and long fair hair. She has lost a shoe. Every girl in the kingdom must try on the shoe!

Stepmother: Come in gentlemen! I have two daughters. They want to try the shoe on!
The 1st sister: I want to try the shoe
Page: This is not your size!
The 2nd sister: I want to try the shoe
Page: This is not your size!
Stepmother: I want to try the shoe
Page: This is not your size! Are there other girls in the house?
Stepmother and sisters: No, no, no
Cinderella: Yes, I am. I want to try the shoe!
Page: This is your size!
Cinderella: Yes, and I have another shoe.
Messenger: I must take you to the palace!
(Fairy comes into the room and touching Cinderella’s rags with her wand, turns them into a wonderful dress)
