Let me acquaint you with the rules of the game
· The game includes 15 questions. Each question offers four possible answers. Just one of them is correct. Each question has its price. As the complexity growth - "price" increases too. The 15th  and the final question costs 100 Hr.

· The questions are divided into 3 levels of difficulty and according to their level the time limit for thinking over the questions is changing. For the first group - questions from 1st to 5th, "simple" - the time for thinking is 40 seconds. For the second group - the questions from 6th  to 10th, "medium" - the time for thinking is 1 minute. For the third group - the questions from 11th  to 15th,  "complex" - the time for thinking is 1.5 minutes. 

· If a player gives the correct answer to the first question he gets the right to answer the second question, and so on, to the maximum prize level. 

· If a player gives the wrong answer, he leaves the game and reduces the gain for one level, but in this case the game does not start from the beginning with the first question - the next player will continue the game from the same difficulty level, where a mistake was.
· The player has the right to say "pass" if he is not sure of the correctness of his choice. In this case, he sends the right to answer this question for the next six participants, but he remains among the participants and he can continue the game later.
· Prize money goes to the participant, who will answer "the most expensive “
question of the game.
We’ll start the game with toss-up. Answering the first question you’ll define your turn in our game.
